LOSSES in 2014 —Chester Nez, Code Talker

Chester Nez (Jan. 23, 1921—1June 4, 2014) was the last original Na-
vajo Code Talker who served in the United States Marine Corps dur-
ing WW II. He was assigned to the 392nd Infantry Regiment at
Camp Pendleton, CA. He and 28 other Navajo marines were as-
signed to create a code for radio communications between units. The Navajo language was
chosen because the syntax and tonal qualities were nearly impossible for a non-Navajo to
learn.

Corporal Nez served at Guadalcanal, Bougainville, Guam, and Peleliu. In 2001, Nez
was one of the five Code Talkers who received the Congressional Gold Medal from Presi-
dent George W. Bush in recognition of the unique importance of their service to the Allied
cause.
